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Our theme as a ministry for 
Faith Home Teen Challenge 

for 2018 was from Joshua 1:3, “I will 
give you every place where you set 
your foot, as I promised Moses.” This 
ministry has been in the Turlock & 
Ceres area for thirty years. I felt it was 
time to “enlarge the place of our 
tent...”  Isaiah 54:2, so we began to 
look at Jamestown & Tuolumne 
County. 

We met with Pastor Craig Andrus 
from Christian Heights Assembly in 
Sonora and after prayer and several 
weeks of discussion, we opened a 
contact office on March 1, 2018.

Since that time, We have been building 
relationships and raising support to 
fund our start-up budget.

Several months ago, we completed an 
application for a $60,000 grant from the 
Sonora Area Foundation, through its 
supporting organization, The Irving J. 
Symons Foundation for Tuolumne 
County. This grant would allow us to 
open and staff the short-term care 
facility. 

On June 25th, Boyd Patterson and I 
were interviewed by the foundation 
board for approximately 40 minutes. 
We felt it went well. 

The next morning, we received a 
call letting us know that we have 
been unanimously approved to 
receive the grant. Documents were 
signed that same day! Words 
cannot express our gratitude. We 
feel so blessed and it was 
confirmation from the Lord that he 
is blessing the work in Tuolumne 
County. The need is so great and 
“He is not willing that any should 
perish”
